10th ANNIVERSARY WITH HAMLET
SARATOGA SPRINGS, NY, April 19, 2010 – Saratoga Shakespeare Company returns this July to kick off its 10th Anniversary season with Shakespeare’s most famous and haunting play, Hamlet. The Company will transform Congress Park into Shakespeare’s Denmark, where ghosts and graveyards, grief and melancholy, and murder and revenge rule the court.

“Hamlet is a play about madness, revenge, and mortality,” said William Finlay, artistic director of Saratoga Shakespeare Company and director of this year’s production. “Yet people everywhere identify with Hamlet, a man who summons everything that makes us human in order to make sense of a world gone wrong.” 


The great mystery of Hamlet lies in his trying to figure out where true morality lies. “Is he mad? Should he revenge his father’s death? Should he kill himself? Is murder ever legitimate—even when the ghost of your father commands you to commit it?” asks Finlay. “Hamlet’s struggle to retain his sanity and integrity in a confused, morally corrupt world speaks to us today. It is one of the reasons the play has endured through the centuries.”

Hamlet will be performed on the Alfred Z. Solomon Stage in historic Congress Park, Tuesday through Saturday, July 13-17 and July 20-24, at 6 pm; and Sunday, July 18 and 25, at 3 pm. As always, performances are free, and Congress Park is fully accessible.
